Designing the Partnership Process

In this interactive workshop, participants will better understand how to use critical elements of the ETSL (Evidence of Teacher & Student Learning) template and Empire State Partnership (ESP) Strategic Foundation Building retreats to build and/or strengthen the partnership relationship between partners, plan “backwards designed” units together, and develop strategies to share their work with stakeholders, policymakers, and funders.  Note: this workshop supports both arts integration and other arts learning models.   
Students Sharing Their Work to Enhance Learning

The works of art that students make and their reflections on what they see and what they make is the core of any arts education program.  But too often, student work is not shared or if it is shared, it is in constrained performance settings that rarely reveal the real learning that has gone on.  In this workshop, we will examine ways for students to share what they know and what they have made that both enhance learning and link the school to its broader community.  We will work together to design new formats for sharing the work of students and will discuss how these might be incorporated into team plans.
Introduction to Evidence of Teacher and Student Learning (ETSL)

The Evidence of Teacher and Student Learning database was designed to document a unit of study and address students learning outcomes and educators professional inquiry. Several artist/teacher teams have also learned that creating ETSL units can develop new understandings of collaboration, assessment and effective lesson design.  Following an introduction to the ETSL system, we will address key topics of: gathering good evidence, designing curriculum with embedded assessment, effective techniques to share your findings.  This workshop is intended for people with little or no prior experience with ETSL, and will focus on the needs and interests of the participants. Taking Your ETSL Unit to the Max

During this session, we’ll address what makes an ETSL unit complete and ready for publishing.  We’ll look at the topics of gathering good evidence, designing curriculum with embedded assessment, effective techniques to share your findings through the lens of specific examples.  We can accommodate people who are currently developing an ETSL unit and would like feedback. This session is intended to be both a complement to, and an extension of, the morning session, depending on one’s experience and interest with ETSL.
