Watkins Glen (Marty):

Presentation of AIE projects Elementary, Middle, and High School

Marty coordinates the projects in each of the buildings.

Three coordinators and the business office work with Marty to coordinate

***SFB retreat in the beginning of the year—Jack did initial retreat last year.

***Marty did a follow-up nuts and bolts curriculum workshop this year in August. 
Retreat was voluntary for staff.

All constituents were there---teachers, artists, Marty to coordinate.

There was a rep from every grade level.

Teachers came back with a wish list to cultural coordinator.

Coordinators go to Marty and principals, who then went to financial office.

Set parameters, goals, looked at potential artists. 

Matched $60,000 with BOCES coser

NYSCA gave $34,000

School pays for coordinator in each building as extra assignment.

Critical thing in this partnership is that Marty has been on site for a long time doing AIE work…Marty helped the school to get the partnership off the ground and running.   (Sue Stonecash)

Residency at every grade level in elementary.

Assessment:
Karen

Home and careers: interviews, anecdotal records

Art:  rubrics for art, check lists

Gap/needs analysis was used in Watkins Glen to help plan the projects

Won support of teachers through improved testing scores.

Planning sheet: gap analysis, thematic (Civil War), conceptual (example:  problem solving, synthesis, critical thinking skills, SS state standards give many ideas)

Sue (Elmira):  Link the test scores with the arts activities…list the specific state standards.

Sue Stonecash:  questions of who pays Marty…ArtPeace pays a small “stipend” for Marty…small percentage of the work goes to admin…cultural organizations should have a person as a liaiason

Summer is critical time for PD (Melissa)

Kathy Sabino:  Hamilton/Colgate

9th grade project:

Gap analysis—kids to understand the big picture…connections

Travel stories ala Marco Polo

1000-1600 research project that ended with a narrative

Kathy was unhappy with existing project…they were “dead” and not accurate

Last year:  Math, English, and SS teacher had the same planning period.

They decided to plan together to improve/integrate the travel story project.

Goal:  All ninth graders would do the project and gain from it. 

(previously it was only the high achieving kids who gained)

**Comic Life software for graphic novels 

Creating fiction is a very specific historical period.

Teaching artists:  Holly Adams, Tom Hoebbel  (file maker), Colgate interns were great

Various TAs and interns working with kids connected with different kids…understand art forms, history.

Assessment:  student reflection, a number of ways to assess student work, a number of ways for students to show their learning.

Kids have to understand the content in order to write a realistic journal.  

Math…how long will it take to travel by different means—camels, horses, ox cart

Science…climate

Holly brought a lot of resources.

This year---read narratives first, they will write narratives in January, Science teacher may be a consultant re. weather,

Holly and Tom will work with small groups.

Kathy does scheduling--- a lot is outside the regular classroom

56 ninth graders…they are all doing the project.

All of the kids will see Holly or Tom at some point.

Kids worked outside of school with family members (quilting).

Different kids get different amounts of support.

Kids choose the medium they want to use.

Kids work is based on historical character/historical event.

Kids pick a region (they have 3 choices and Kathy gives them a area based on balancing the world)to the their own at the beginning of the year.

They relate all year to that region.

Assessment: 

student reflection 

Holly and Tom did an artist critique

Feedback session

Intuitive assessment by teacher

Deadline for the project…had to have a face to face meeting related to work in progress (first grade)  question—Is this a good travel story.

Finished project face to face with the artist another grade.

Last fact to face with Kathy and final grade was based on the question--Is this a good travel story?

Lynn Schwartzer, film maker, was essential to the project.

Kathy—goal to look at the final exhibition again.

Melissa--VTS in the elementary---a strategy to learn about things we don’t know about, using a Visual Thinking Strategies to teach inquiry skills that will translate to all other areas, specifically the 9th grade project.

Sue (Elmira)…commercials in a puppet project.  Connect to math--Problem, Strategy, Story-board

Chris presentation of arts in education program at Greene with the Stanley Theatre

Planning session at the end of the year…3 days to plan.

“Art Camp” for teachers---Lincoln Center Institute model

For assessment---used a “Year Book” approach in the past

Now trying to use the ETSL—showed their year-end assessment related to a number of projects.

You have to join “Arts in Ed” group and stay after school for 3 meetings.  You then get to have the artists and plan together.

Planning:  art and music come up with their own ideas

Artists talk about what they will teach and the classroom teachers work together to plan.

They are working on integrating all of the projects.

Sue—Riverside/Arnot Museum

Showed a slam poet on the announcements

Have an artist come in and work with each classroom.

Sue presented an assessment based on the CAPE model.

Created a PowerPoint at each grade level.

Marissa—Mount Markham School/CNY Aesthetic Institute

Works with the Stanley

5 different performances each year

In Spring they will do two different performances

The school  has a good foundation—great administrative support—Superintendent and Principal

Now it’s only in the elementary

Challenges—getting people on board

Currently—no documentation

Amy…suggests choose 3 kids who you are interested in follow them

Marlene---Cincinnatus/VUE

Had sfb retreat in September---set the stage for partnership work with gallery and work with SUNY Cortland pre-service teachers.

Teaching continuing with Teacher Action Research that started with ArtStart grants

Doing VTS in classes—aesthetic development, critical thinking, improved ELA, classroom climate

Will integrate VTS questioning/inquiry methods with work of poet Georgia Popoff
