It is also recommended, but not required, that you disable your pop-up blocker.  You can do this in Firefox by 
selecting Firefox -> Tools -> Options -> Content -> Disable Pop-up Blocker.  
 
Log-in and Homepage 
To log in to the ESP Online Evidence of Teacher and Student Learning Online Database enter the following 
address into your browser window:  http://esp.sicreative.com/admin 
 
Enter your Username and Password in order to log into the system and you will reach a page that looks like the 
image below: 
 

 

At the top of each page, you will find a question 
mark icon.  This is a link to a Help Area for the 
specific page you are viewing.  Feel free to use 
it anytime you get stuck! 

Once you’ve logged in, you’ll want to 
change your password to something 
unique.  Click “Change Your Password 
or Email” and follow the prompts.  

 
 
Edit Units 
From the Homepage, under Contributor Functions, select Edit Units.  This will take you to a complete list of 
ETSL Units currently in the database.  Your unit(s) will be listed at the top under the heading “My Units.”  You can 
only edit units under this heading, however you can Preview all units within the database. 
 
Editing your ETSL Unit 
To edit your ETSL unit(s), click on the “Pick Action” pull-down window and release the mouse button with Edit 
Content highlighted; your unit’s mini website will open in a separate browser window to its homepage.
