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Feminist Pedagogy

The goal of a feminist approach is to help end unequal treatment of females and males at all levels of the educational system, and to use education as a way to address sexism and gender bias.  This pedagogy openly questions academic assumptions of objectivity, scientific detachment and techniques which are intended to remove the personal values and experience from teaching and learning
• emphasizes interactive teaching techniques with particular emphasis on dialogue, 

sharing and group work

• privileges subjective experiences and emotions

• encourages teachers to reveal themselves as learners with their students

• aims to reduce the traditional powers of teachers and to give more power to students 

in an effort to make classrooms more cooperative and democratic
