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(Based on the 9th grade POW-Style Write –Up sheet developed by Faith Muirhead)

1. Extended Observation (5 points)—After reading or listening to the problem, you must restate in writing what you are being asked to do.  You should be clear and precise.  Use math vocabulary if you can.

2. Questioning (3 points)—What questions did you ask yourself?  Which questions did you decide to answer?  Why?

3. Research (5points)—Tell me what you did to gather data for your explanation.

a. How did you get started?  

b. What approaches did you try? 

c. What information did you gather? 

d. When did you decide to stop and why?  

e. How did you check your answer?

4. Analysis and Synthesis (5 points)—What did you find as possible answers to the questions?  What rules or patterns did you discover?  Explain why you think a particular rule works.

5. Reflection (5 points) Reflection should happen in many stages of solving the problem.  You need to reflect on your work if you come to a dead end or your answer does not check.  What did you find difficult about this problem?  IF it was easy, how could you change it to make it more challenging? 10

6. Presentation (2 points)—Make sure that all of the parts of your work are labeled, that the work is neat, and that you have used full sentences in you r explanations.
