· Advocates/use to build support

Why use video?

· Pictures speak quickly

· Technology is much easier than in the past.

Why don’t  we use video?

· Not comfortable with technology

· Too theoretical

· Takes too much time

· Fear – of judgement, accountability

III. DOE VIDEO   What We Saw and Heard:
· Clear POV:
· Saw inquiry question  twice

· Saw answer in process

· Followed  a student over time

· IDs on students (names, etc.-lower thirds)

· Subtitled dialogue

· Active soundtrack—sophisticated use of music

· Defined sequences—always clear

· Background on school, kids, through interviews

· B-roll

· Saw environment over time

· Question seemed general in beginning, but morphed by the end in the student interviews

· Sense of humor added to ‘the hook.’

What We Missed:
· Perhaps a change in Inquiry question to: “how does a disruptive  class focus through arts-based work”?
IV. IDEAS

· What do students learn through the arts process, esp. between dress rehearsal and performance?
