Most of us who are here at ESP Summer Seminar are creative teachers. But to what extent do we teach so that our students can be creative learners?  CREATIVE TEACHING DOESN’T NECESSARILY LEAD TO CREATIVE LEARNING!  This workshop will explore what such teaching for creativity looks like.  (Hint: The more students ask their own original questions that become part of the unit, the more teaching for creativity is going on.) We’ll do a self-assessment inventory that you can share with your partnerships and we’ll critique arts learning sessions to see how artists and teachers ‘teach for creativity.’ Participants will leave the workshop with a Teaching for Creativity Toolkit to use for professional development, assessment, or self-reflection. 
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Students displaying creative behaviors tend to be unappealing to teachers.  This claim is very important for the future of human advancement.  When teachers do not know what creativity is, how it manifests and how it is important, they may ignore teaching for creativity; thereafter, loss of creative talent is reflected in scientific and artistic advancements in particular, and in human civilization in general.
