Additional Projects of Interest 

Back to Zhong Guo: Fools Move Mountains, Nanling Mountain, northern Guangdong province, China. French artist, Mathieu Briand, "settled into the town of Ruyang in early February to begin construction, in collaboration with local primary students, of an 'Eternal Garden' a playground in the woods that would be theirs and theirs alone. Organized by Guangzhou's Vitamin Creative Space in partnership with Zhongheng Ecotourism Development and the French Consulate, this 'multi-layered dialogue' will bring four French artists to the region to collaborate with the local community on assorted creative projects." This innovative project highlights the importance of unstructured place-based learning about stewardship and the environment.

Daniel Dancer creates Art for the Sky by combining large scale participative outdoor projects (photographed from airplanes) with environmental education projects for school children. "Students interested in photography, video or journalism have a unique opportunity to play a part in the documentation of our Sky Art project. I am happy to provide assistance in these areas as requested. The local paper usually shows up to take photographs and conduct student interviews providing unique interactions with the media world." 

Stream of Dreams, an exciting Canadian intitative, creates murals, mosaics and paper lantern projects with schoolchildren to call attention to watershed issues. "The mission of the Stream of Dreams Murals Society is to educate communities about the life and function of their watersheds, rivers and streams, while dazzling them with the charm of community art."

Yutaka Kobayashi's, "Chicken House and Eco-Art Project", in Oakland, CA, consisted of a small ecosystem mediated by chickens. By taking part in the Chicken House & Eco-Art Project directly, people of the Arts Far West school community became more conscious of their place in the ecosystem, a concept which is often forgotten in modern urban life. 

Environmental Art Awards Approximately 360 students of all ages produced a wide range of artwork based on environmental themes for the 2004 Environmental Art Awards, run by Environment Bay of Plenty to calling attention to environmental issues through the arts. 

The Granite Creek Mural Project is a professional mural on the retaining wall under Bank of America, next to Granite Creek in downtown Prescott, AZ. Created (and very well documented) by a group called Living Folklore and students from Mile High Middle School, the mural is a pictoral history of Prescott, focusing on the natural and cultural history along Granite Creek. The center of the mural is the Emergence Story of the local Yavapai people. "During the children's visits to the creek, in addition to picking up trash, and research, the children are given moments to sit and be with the creek and get to know it. Each student has a journal where they write impressions, draw sketches, or write poetry."

Chrissie Orr writes about her water-catchment demonstration project in the New Mexico desert, designed by students at Los Padillas Elementary School on the Rio Grande. 

The Ontario Arts Council is an exceptional example of community arts and education. They offer more than forty funding programs for Ontario-based artists and arts organizations, with funds from the Ontario government. 

A Living Library is a remarkable project led by artist Bonnie Ora Sherk that provides a vision and shows a way to create meaningful and healing ecological and sustainable environmental and educational transformation in communities of the world. 

California College of the Arts, Center for Art and Public Life, environmental art projects. This interesting online presentation is geared towards educators and presents a variety of CCA initiated projects which involved students. The Garden Project, a collaboration between students and faculty members is featured. 

Rivers of Life is a full model for contextual learning; a flood of projects, adventures, and resources to help K-12 teachers and students learn about and from their watershed.
