Up-to-the-Second Worldwide Environmental Stats Like Never Before
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Okay, I've just stumbled upon the hands-down best website of the week—and it kind of scares the crap out of me (if it's accurate, that is).

It's called worldometers and its purpose is to present you with all the up-to-the-millisecond statistical info you could ever hope to know—and plenty you'd probably rather not. There are plenty of gut wrenching statistics about the environment, after all. But that's no excuse for not checking this out. Ignorance isn't, well, you know.

First up are the World Population stats—always a favorite of course. Find out how many people there are in the world, how many are being born, dying, etc, yada, yada. But then, since everyone's already seen lord knows how many birth rate tickers, things actually get interesting.

The site keeps tabs on worldwide daily healthcare, military, and education expenditures by government (all in the billions, USD). Down to the dollar, and again, up to the second. It tells you how many cars and bikes have been produced so far this year, and the numbers are pretty staggering (only twice as many bikes, and in the tens of millions so far.

So where does this get green? Well, though each of those aforementioned is important environmentally speaking for a number of reasons—but the straight up environmental, food, and energy stats are pretty fascinating too. At time of writing, some of the highlights are:

· 8.5 trillion tons of CO2 emitted into the atmosphere this year so far

· 4,281,521 hectares of forest lost so far this year

· 52,755 species that have gone extinct so far this year

· Nearly 2 billion tons of food produced so far this year

· Over 1 billion undernourished people in the world so far this year

· 338 million obese people in the world right now

· 15,540 days left until the end of oil
· 36 million kilowatt hours of energy used today so far

· Just 2.5 million kWh from renewable sources
