Embedding Quicktime

To switch out the quicktime icon and pop-up link for an embedded video, do the following:

replace this:
<a href="/uploads/INTRO VIDEO_AVI_ff.mov"><img src="http://esp.sicreative.com/admin/fckeditor/editor/plugins/FileIcon/icons/mov.gif" /></a>

with this:
<embed src="/uploads/INTRO VIDEO_AVI_ff.mov" width="320" height="240" autostart="false" controller="false" type="video/quicktime" pluginspage="http://www.apple.com/quicktime/download/"></embed>

**note - the width and height should match the size of your video, or at least allow for enough room for the central content of your video to show. 

the advantage of a pop-up is that you can go to a full-screen video. if you want full-screen, or your video has big dimensions, instead of embedding a video, you can simply replace the QuickTime icon with a screen shot of your video or a brief description as an to view X video.

to do so, replace this:

with this for an IMAGE:

or this for TEXT:
